The NECAP is administered to students in New Hampshire, Rhode Island, Maine, and Vermont as part of the No (
Left Behind Act. The test measures student performance on Vermont Grade Expectations in Reading, Mathematics, \
and Science. Student performance on these assessments fall into one of four proficiency levels: Proficient with Disti
Proficient, Partially Proficient, and Substantiamdgly
